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	Text1: REMOVABLE PROSTHODONTICS 3
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	Text3: Chair for prosthodontics ULMF
	Text8: Student gains clinical and laboratory knowledge and skills, required to plan prosthetic rehabilitation and treat partially and complete edentulous patients with a variety of removable appliances. During lectures student larns and upgrades concept of treatment with complete denture, immediate denture, overdenture, acrylic partial denture, cast partial denture and gains insight in the maxillofacial prosthetics. Seminars are problem-based learning oriented, where denture designs are presented by the students and thoroughly discussed. Clinical course is very patient oriented. Student is taught how to examine patient, make treatment plan. After completing the course student reaches clinical competence to treat patients with various dentures. During a laboratory course various technical procedures are demonstrated and student is trained in basic ones.
	Text9: 2.1. Lectures  
11th semester: in accordance with the timetable on the ULMF website:
All lectures are in the lecture hall of the Dental Clinic, Hrvatski trg 6, Ljubljana. Topics of lectures are published under point 7.

2.2. Clinical courses  
According to the timetable published on the ULMF website: 11th and 12th Semester: Wednsday from 07.00 to 15.00. The scheduleof students by group for courses is uniform for all courses of Dental medicine. Exercises take place in the clinical training room of the Chair, Room 63, at the Dental Clinic. The clinical norm is published under point 7.
Participation in the exercises is mandatory and is a prerequisite for taking the course exam. Absence in exercises must be apologized with a medical certificate.  

2.3. Seminars
11. and 12. semester: according to the schedule published on the ULMF website.
The theme of the seminars is the comprehensive planning of prosthodontic rehabilitation. Students in groups of up to four people on the basis of a description of the patient condition (medical history, record of examination, x-ray diagnostics) and related photographic material for each clinical case independently produce and substantiate at least three different rehabilitation plans. Participation in seminars is mandatory and is a prerequisite for taking the course exam. Absence is justified by a medical certificate. Seminars are held in the lecture room of the Dental Clinic, Hrvatski trg 6, Ljubljana. 

	Text10: Heads of clinical exercises verbally verify the readiness of students to clinical exercise. Unprepared students are prohibited from working on clinical work, which is considered the same as unjustified absence from clinical course.

	Text12: The course exam is oral and is held in regular and exceptional exam periods. The student presents his owen volume of performed clinical works on the course Removable prosthodontics 1, 2 and 3.
Then randomly selects a sheet with four theoretical questions and a prosthetic plan. The latter covers the design, analysis and justification of the removable partial denture for a certain partial toothless dental status, which the student receives at the exam in the form of a plaster model of the jaw. Exam topics are equal to the themes of the lectures, includes the previous knowledge of the courses Removable Prosthodontics 1 and 2. They are published under section seven together with the prescribed literature.

	Text16: Clinical norm of prosthodontic work performed

In the period from the 8th to the 12th semester (together for courses Removable prosthodontics 1, 2 and 3), the student must complete at least ten removable prosthodontic appliances (majority in the 5th academic year), of which:

- At least four complete dentures (one of which must also be made in the dental laboratory);
- At least four RPD with a metal framework (one of which can be acrylic);
- At least one denture relining;
- At least one denture repair.

Heads of clinical exercises have discretion to change structure of individual norm if this is dictated by pathology of the patients, but within a minimum of ten appliances. Students prepare the protocols for each treated patient specifically. They must be signed by the head of the clinical exercises after the end of treatment.
At the end of the 12th semester, all the protocols are collected and spiraled into The volume of the performed clinical works Removable prosthodontics 1, 2 and 3. After the final examination of the entire volume, the head of the clinical exercises with signature, confirms all the clinical work done, and then the student submits the volume personally to the teacher in the course exam Removable prosthodontics 3.
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
