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	Text8: Student should make a diagnosis from history, clinical examination and laboratory tests; be able to perform emergency treatment in respiratory diseases; learn the valid principles of treatment and rehabilitation and get information on new treatment modalities, which are in the process of evaluation at the moment; understand the comprehensive approach to the patient.
 
 
	Text9: Organisation of the lessons
The aim of the subject is that the student understands the most common respiratory diseases and problems that are important for a family doctor. Lectures for the course will be given in English language in the majority of lectures or at least the slides will be in English. Slides (handouts) of the lectures and other study material can be found online on the Faculty website (https://pouk.mf.uni-lj.si/login/index.php) - please check access to the website and prepare for lectures in advance.
 
Lectures are on-line or prerecorded and available at the e-learning site. In the latter case student should listen to the recorded sessions in advance to actively participate during seminars, which are presented live. If epidemiological situation regarding covid-19 epidemy improves there will be classes in lecture halls.
 
Learning objectives are:
• student has to read the chapter on respiratory diseases from the textbook of internal medicine (Kumer Clark is appropriate). Clinically important topics of, diagnostic imaging and pharmacology are included.
• student has to learn in details common respiratory diseases
Student should be able to evaluate common diagnostic procedures and perform some common therapeutic procedures.
 
Subject is organised so that
1 Is interactive
2. Students prepare in advance for the lectures (using also tests in the e-classroom)
3. During the lectures student should understand the answers to the questions that are similar to exam questions.
 
In the e-classroom students will find slides of the lectures and quizzes which allow better preparation for the lecture and exam.
 
 
 
Clinical practice: In clinical practice with patients, students are required to have a respectful attitude towards patients and to exercises. This is a prerequisite for a student to be allowed to attend clinical practice.

Graded:
Quizes in English will be available at the e-learning site after certain lectures/seminars. 
Each quiz yields the same number of points, regardless of the number of questions. The sum of points achieved at quizes contributes up to 10 percentage points which are added up to the result of the written exam (e.g. The student has passed the quizes with an average grade of 57%. This yields 5.7% percentage points added up to the result of the final exam. If he achieves 81% at the final exam, his final result is 81 + 5.7 = 86.7%). Additional percentage points are added to the result only in those students who have passed the written exam with a positive grade. This bonus can be used only once (eg. at one exam date).
